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Dear Padre,
Should Christians avoid practicing qi 
gong or tai chi? Or even meditation in 
which you empty your mind? Thank you.
This is one of those questions that has been debated 
for a long time. Social media offers many so-called 
experts with vastly different opinions. It can be very 
confusing, particularly if you are looking for a black-
and-white answer, a yes or a no.

The pope who provides us with the most helpful 
direction to answer this question is Pope Benedict XVI. He did not forbid Eastern spiritual practices entirely but 
warned against their integration into Christian life without proper discernment. His perspective was rooted in 
a theological understanding that Christian spirituality is a unique path focused on a relationship with Christ. 
He emphasized that our Catholic spiritual tradition is distinct from the goals and methods of non-Christian 
traditions. He believed the practice of such non-Christian traditions, without preparation and without awareness 
of the challenge they present, could lead to spiritual error if not approached with caution and discernment.

So, the answer is nuanced. If you are using the practice as a  spiritual practice, you should proceed with 
the utmost caution. If, on the other hand, you are using these practices for the more common physical or 
psychological—not spiritual—reasons, then it is permissible. ●

Fourth Sunday of Easter (A)

Acts 2:14a, 36–41 / 1 Peter 2:20b–25 / John 10:1–10

You had gone astray like sheep, but you have now 
returned to the shepherd and guardian of your souls.

1 PETER 2:25 

I t is “Good Shepherd Sunday,” and the gospel quotes 
Jesus: “I am the gate for the sheep.” It seems the 

oddest of Jesus’ “I am” identities, until you realize that 
the shepherd himself was often the literal gate of the 
sheep’s pen, as he would lay his own body across the 
entrance to keep the sheep secure and safe from any 
predators.  Actually, the predators that worry Jesus 
the most are other shepherds —“strangers” who came 
before him, all of whom Jesus fl atly denounces as 
“thieves and robbers.” 

Does that scare us today? Are we vulnerable to 
attacks,  even from those  supposedly in charge of our 
care? When Jesus opens the gate, we go in and out 
through him, through Jesus, to fi nd pasture. We follow 

him because we recognize “his voice.” In the synodal 
Church that Pope Francis called us to, and to which 
we continue to be called by Pope Leo XIV, every voice 
is welcome and needed so that the Holy Spirit will fi ll 
the whole Church with truth.

Here in Honduras, where I live, folks with little 
education can offer profound witness to the love of 
God. It comes from their own intimacy with Jesus, 
recognizing his voice in their daily life. They are often 
the poor victims of widespread corruption, like “a thief 
[who] comes only to steal and slaughter and destroy.” 
Here in Honduras, we take refuge in Jesus, that we 
“might have life and have it more abundantly” (John 
10:10). ●

FOURTH SUNDAY OF EASTER - YEAR A

First Reading (Acts 2:14a, 36-41)

Then Peter stood up with the Eleven,
raised his voice, and proclaimed:
"Let the whole house of Israel know for certain
that God has made both Lord and Christ,
this Jesus whom you crucified."

Now when they heard this, they were cut to the heart,
and they asked Peter and the other apostles,

Second Reading (1 Peter 2:20b-25)

Gospel (John 10:1-10)

Jesus said:
"Amen, amen, I say to you,
whoever does not enter a sheepfold through the gate
but climbs over elsewhere is a thief and a robber.
But whoever enters through the gate 
is the shepherd of the sheep.
The gatekeeper opens it for him, 
and the sheep hear his voice,
as the shepherd calls his own sheep by name 
and leads them out.
When he has driven out all his own,
he walks ahead of them, and the sheep follow him,
because they recognize his voice.
But they will not follow a stranger;
they will run away from him,
because they do not recognize the voice of strangers."
Although Jesus used this figure of speech,
the Pharisees did not realize 
what he was trying to tell them.

So Jesus said again, "Amen, amen, I say to you,
I am the gate for the sheep.
All who came before me are thieves and robbers,
but the sheep did not listen to them.
I am the gate.
Whoever enters through me will be saved,
and will come in and go out and find pasture.
A thief comes only to steal and slaughter and destroy;

Reflection (2020-A)

Jesus says “the sheep follow him, because they recognize
his voice,” and the result, Jesus says, is that “whoever
enters through me will be saved.”  There are so many
voices out there in our world today, so many who claim to
have the truth, and who beacon us to follow them.  In times
of crisis, there are also the voices of the conspiracy
theories, and they can seem to offer simple explanations,
while ignoring the complexity of the situation.  Often, those
conspiracy theories are a front for partisan political
ideologies.

Who do you listen to?  What voices to you repeat to
others?  Who should you listen to?  How can a person
possibly cut those all the noise and recognize the voice of
the Good Shepherd, the Lord Jesus?  

Actually, it’s quite easy.  With so much time on our
hands while we remain at home, why not take some of that
time to read the Gospels?  Why not other parts of the
Scripture?  Because the Gospels contain the words and
actions of Jesus, so it is the best and surest place to listen to
the voice of the Lord.  And once we’ve heard that voice,
then we can easily judge whether the other voices out there
are those of “thieves and robbers” as Jesus calls them, or
voices that speak the truth.

Reflection (2021-B)

Inclusiveness or exclusiveness, which do you prefer?  If
we’re excluded, we might campaign for inclusiveness, and
if we’re included, we might not even have second thoughts
about those left out.

When Jesus says “I am the good shepherd,
and I know mine and mine know me,” it sounds quite
exclusive – only those that are his, will he shepherd.  But
then immediately he says “I have other sheep that do not
belong to this fold, these also I must lead.”  So he is very
inclusive.

We too are called to include people.  Think of others not
as “other” but as those we are called to welcome, into our
lives, and into our communities.

Reflection (2023-A)

In the Gospel passage today about the shepherd of the
sheep, we hear the words “the Pharisees did not realize
what he was trying to tell them.”  So he had to say it again
in a more plain way, “A thief comes only to steal and
slaughter and destroy.”  What he was telling them is that
they were the thieves, trying to deceive the people, even
though they were the religious leaders who were supposed
to be teaching the people what is true.  But Jesus insisted
that his sheep “follow him, because they recognize his
voice.  But they will not follow a stranger; they will run
away from him.”

Oh how true it is today as well, there are so many
leaders, even religious leaders, deceiving God’s people, for

reasons of power, maybe money, or even political
ideologies.  And some are led astray, but those who
“recognize his voice” remain faithful.

Reflection (2024-B)

“The stone rejected by the builders” – have you ever felt
rejected?  Maybe you were the last to be chosen when
teams were chosen.  Maybe you went for a job interview,
and you didn’t get an offer.  Maybe you had something to
say, and others talked over you.  Maybe you moved to a
new place, and you were reminded that you were not
welcome.  Being rejected is a common experience.

The danger of rejecting people is that we might be
rejecting what is the best:  “The stone rejected by the
builders has become the corner stone.”  The cornerstone is
what everything else is built on.  Maybe that rejected player
turns out to be the star on another team.  Maybe that
rejected applicant turns out to be the best worker at another
job.  Maybe that rejected opinion turns out to be the
brilliant idea.  Maybe that rejected immigrant turns out to
be the future of a different community.

So Jesus doesn’t reject anyone.  He says “I will lay
down my life for the sheep.”  But he also says “I have other
sheep that do not belong to this fold.  These also I must
lead, and they will hear my voice, and there will be one
flock, one shepherd.”  He is the shepherd of all, he doesn’t
reject anyone.

Reflection (2025-C)

Again the theme of the shepherd appears in the Gospel, and
the shepherd is Jesus Christ.  A shepherd guides and
protects the flock, and the sheep know their shepherd’s
voice and follow.  Jesus knows each one of us, and he
doesn’t want us to perish, but to have eternal life.  Do we
listen?  Do we follow?

Again the Church has a new shepherd, Pope Leo XIV. 
His role is to guide and protect each of us, the Church. 
Each Pope is unique in how he fulfills this ministry, but
each Pope is called to guide and protect each and every
person.  Do we listen?  Do we follow?

Reflection (2026-A)

Often, this fourth Sunday of the Easter season is called
Good Shepherd Sunday, because the Gospel is about Jesus,
the Good Shepherd, from St. John.

While many in our country do not live in the country,
and have no realistic idea of sheep and shepherds, the
image Jesus paints is of a good and faithful leader and good
and faithful followers.  The Pharisees didn’t understand, or
didn’t want to understand, because they were deceptive
leaders – like thieves and robbers – and they were trying to
deceive those who would follow them.

But the Pharisees could only steal and slaughter and
destroy, while Jesus, the Good Shepherd, came “that they
might have life and have it more abundantly.”  What a
contrast, a contrast that even today we are faced with:  good
leaders and bad leaders, and who we follow is our choice.
