I'm marrying my girlfriend! Although
she grew up Catholic, she doesn’t practice
the faith. Is it still OK to marry her?

Will you enter marriage with your fiancée because of

a mutual love for each other? Do you both understand
that this love will be strengthened by the sacramental
grace of your matrimonial union, a grace you will
receive because of baptism, not practice? Will you both
try to create a loving family and, together as a family,
try to be open each day to the grace of God already at
work in your lives? Do you both realize that this grace calls you to create, in the name of Jesus, a witness to the
truth of the gospel, which is even more powerful than the love you share?

If you hesitate to answer any of these questions with a wholehearted “yes,” then consider exploring these
questions together with your pastor or another person helping to prepare you for marriage. Perfect faith is not
required for a good, sacramental marriage. Openness to faith is believing that the Lord who has brought you
together is not yet finished with either of you. You both have more to learn, and, with God’s grace, you will
respond to his love. Jesus will work through both of you in ways that you may not even be able to imagine. In
that spirit, marry her, build a life together, and know that God'’s plan for you will always be there.

Believing Is Seeing

MIGUEL DULICK

w e celebrate Easter on the first Sunday after the
first full moon of spring, which is also the first
Sunday after Passover. The whole history of the world
comes to this point, and today’s gospel catches the
eternal thrill of that day. A desperate Mary Magdalen
cannot find her Lord in the tomb. Thinking that his
body has been stolen, she alerts the apostles. Peter
and John go running, and a moment of unforgettable
suspense follows as first Peter and then John enter the
tomb. The details are significant. They saw the burial
cloths there and “the cloth that had covered his head,
not with the burial cloths but rolled up in a separate
place” (John 20:7). Thieves would not have taken

the time to unwrap the body and fold the face cloth.
These details are intended to point to the truth of the
resurrection. They saw and believed!

The first reading from the Acts of the Apostles follows
the story of the centurion Cornelius, the first prominent
pagan convert. (His story is fascinating—take time to
read it this week.) Peter gives a speech including a kind
of catechism that had been standardized in a formula
repeated at least six times in Acts. This proclamation, or
kerygma, incorporates the message and the motivation
for a change of life. God anointed Jesus, raised him from
the dead, and promised that all who believe in him will
be forgiven their sins and rise with him. Happy Easter!

Reflection (2020)

“Do you not know that a little yeast leavens all the dough?”
That is what St. Paul told the Corinthians. The Church in
Corinth was a difficult congregation, and Paul had to
constantly remind them what it was to be a follower of the
Lord Jesus, not only what they were to believe, but also
what they were to do. The image he uses to describe a
Christian is yeast, small in part, but large in effect. But to
have that effect, the Christian had to become a new person,
not malicious or wicked, but sincere and truthful.

That truth is Jesus Christ, and everything he taught.
And the greatest lesson he taught was to give of himself for
others — for us. That is what we celebrate at Easter. To be
a Christian is to do the same, to give of ourselves for others.

These days we see that giving of oneself in the people
who are on the front lines of serving the community during
the Corona Virus pandemic, and they do this despite risks
to their own safety. They have become the yeast that
inspires others, hopefully so that others will give of
themselves for others as well. The New Commandment,
the New Covenant, is based on that love of others.

Reflection (2021, 2022)

In today’s reading from the Acts of the Apostles, we heard
Peter say: “we are witnesses (Ldptopeg, Gk. martures) of
all that he did.” The English word “martyr” is derived from
the Greek word for “witness.” We often think of a witness
as one who tells what he or she has seen. But the Biblical
sense is much deeper than that. A witness not only tells,
but expresses in his or her own life what was seen, and
believed, as in today’s Gospel reading we heard that the
Apostle John “saw and believed.” In many ways, to
witness is to re-enact in one’s life what is seen, to lay down
one’s life for what is believed, as a martyr would do.

As believers, retelling to others all the events of this
Holy Week, our lives should also be a retelling: our
willingness to do for others the same way Jesus Christ did
for us.

Reflection (2023)

We have traveled from Palm Sunday, through Holy
Thursday and Good Friday, and arrived at Easter. Jesus
experienced acclaim, quickly followed by ridicule and
crucifixion. He witnessed his friends’ assurances of
devotion, then their denial and betrayal.

How many of us have experiences in life that are
wonderful, followed by experiences that are anything but
wonderful? How many of us have experienced betrayal by
those we thought were closest to us?

But in all this, the end is Easter, a time of renewal,
reconciliation, redemption and resurrection. We can
choose to dwell on everything that is wrong or all the times
we have been wronged, but life is much more than that: life
is good, and there is so much good all around us, if we take
the time to notice.

Reflection (2024)

Peter said “You know what has happened all over Judea,
beginning in Galilee...” and he goes on to briefly tell about
Jesus’ ministry. We have heard that time after time during
the readings at Mass. We know, or we should know. But
knowing isn’t enough. We are called to “to preach to the
people” as Peter says, and to do it in our words and in our
actions.

Reflection (2025)

Christmas is a big celebration — of Christ coming to earth as
a human person. Easter is also a big celebration — although
over the years it has become less so than Christmas. At
Easter, we celebrate Christ rising from the dead, on his way
to going to heaven.

Sometimes, we focus too much on Christmas and too
much on our life on earth. Easter is a time we can focus
more on our life eventually in heaven — as St. Paul told the
Colossians “seek what is above.”

Reflection (2026)

Easter is the beginning of the new — that is why we
celebrate it during spring. And as St. Paul tells us “let us
celebrate the feast, not with the old yeast, the yeast of
malice and wickedness, but with the unleavened bread of
sincerity and truth.”

There is so much malice and wickedness around us:
wars, violence, revenge, retaliation, retribution. But
we should be different, we must be different, because
of the resurrection of our Lord. We must be about
sincerity and truth, and all that flows from sincerity and
truth.
